1. Does the introduction engage the reader’s interest and indicate where the essay is headed? Underline the thesis. Is the argument strong? Is it prompt-directed? Why or why not?
2. Comment on the amount of analysis in the essay. How much of the essay is summarizing Postman’s claims, and how much is analyzing the methods he uses to convince his audience of his claims? Which paragraph has the best example of analysis instead of summary? Are there any sections where the reflection on the topic gets overwhelmed by too much summary?
3. Discuss how well quotations are integrated into the essay. What is the best example of a quote that is correctly introduced, cited, and commented on?
4. Pay particular attention to the transition sentences. On the draft, please indicate for each transition whether you see it as an effective linking of paragraphs (usually by alluding to something in the prior paragraph or to something connected to the overall theme of the essay). If the transition sentence does not seem effective, offer some indication of why.
5. Does the conclusion provide a proper sense of closure and allow the essay to conclude on a strong note? Does it do more than just recap the essay, and answer the question: so what?
6. Is the MLA formatting correct? Is the essay free from spelling and obvious grammatical errors? If not, mark the areas where the writer will need to review.
7. What two pieces of advice would you give this writer that you feel would most improve this essay?
