-analysis deals with content rather than form more often than not

-explores Author’s organization

-ties back to main argument in some places, but not all. 

-Not a clear understanding of how Author’s arguments fit together
	-attempts to addresses Author’s overall persuasiveness and success

-examines audience’s reactions

-discusses social impacts of the article, perhaps a bit abrupt irrelevant, or awkward
	-paper is barely within the 4-6 page requirement

-examples/ quotes are sometimes led into, often dropped out of nowhere

-some summarizing within paragraphs, paragraphs could have a more analytical structure
- paragraphs attempt one focus only, but some sentences are irrelevant, arbitrary, or bring in a second idea/claim

	-mostly readable

sentence fluency, mildly awkward sentence structure

-occasional “fluff” sentences/ vague language

-avoids “says” (verb sheet used)

-mostly appropriate word choice/ tone
	-contains some sloppy mistakes or typos

- punctuation errors are present

- MLA formatting inconsistencies (double space, heading, header, 12 pt font)
