Making Connections Between Texts

In order to complete the second “section” of Paper #2, you will need to clearly illustrate how the two outside texts you have selected illustrate, clarify, extend or complicate the claims Michael Moore makes in his film Sicko. This sheet will help you to make sure that your connections are clear: that you fully explain the claim Moore makes; that you understand the project/main argument of the outside texts; and that you can clearly state how the outside text moves beyond the original claim. Here are some questions to answer when doing this work:

1. What is Moore’s claim from the movie? What does he think about the specific issue?

2. Introduce the outside text (author, title, publication, date) – What is the article’s project and main argument?

3. Which of the four words listed above is the outside text “doing” to Moore’s claim?

4. In what ways does the outside text address a claim in Moore’s film? How does this new information “move beyond” or “build upon” the original claim from Sicko?
